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COVID-19 infections are rapidly increasing in Hyogo Prefecture; the daily 

number of new cases had recently exceeded 100 for several consecutive 

days and was over 200 on March 31. The situation surrounding medical 

services is becoming more critical. 

Therefore, on April 1, we requested the national government to allow Hyogo 

Prefecture to apply targeted and stricter measures designated under the 

revised special measures act to contain the spread of the disease. 

The infections are spreading widely among young people in particular. Those 

in their 30s or under account for approximately 50% of the total number of 

cases. 

We request young people to practice the following with the strong will of
